Yorkshire.

4.  School entries must be from schools in the East Riding of Yorkshire only.  

5.  Entries from direct relatives of our sponsors or judges are not eligible to win a prize.  

6.  Winners wi ll be chosen anonymously by our independent judge.   

7.  A representative(s) of Thread and Press CIC wi ll select a winner for 'best school contribution' . This  wi l l be 

judged on the quali ty of entries within that school, not on the number of entries submitted per school/class. 

We appreciate some schools are smaller and we do not penalise this in your submission.   

8.  Judges decisions are final. 

9.  Winners wi ll be noti fied by the emai l address that you supply.  

10.  We ask that school/parent/guardian use their best judgement when/i f supporting learners with this br ief. 

Work should be clearly considered the sole  work of the pupi l and the school/parent/guardian must state this 

i s true on the submission form.
